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HONTAI KIJIN CHOSUI RYU KUKISHINDEN DAKEN-TAIJUTSU
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History of Kijin-Chosui Ryu

The formal full title of Kijin-Chosui Ryu is “Hontai-Kijin/Kishin Chosui Ryu
Kukishinden Daken Taijutsu”. But nowadays it is simply called “Kijin/Kishin
Chosui Ryu”. This Ryu Ha (school) is deeply based from the scroll “Tatara
Gorinsyaku Hitei no Maki” (of Amatsu Tatara secret scrolls) and traditionally
only taught to one son as the next generation. This Ryu Ha become well
known from about the 2nd year of the Genko Era (1332) by the 3rd
Generation Ohkuni Kisanta Kiyozumi (1st generation was Nawa Shinzaburo
Motonaga). Later on this Ryu Ha was transmitted to Kuki Yakushimaru
Takamasa and his Ryu Ha was called “Hontai Chosui Kukishin Ryu” also.
Later on the 11th generation Urabe no Sukune Kanesada was taught
Tode/Kara no Te (Karate) by Sonjinshi Rigi, so Urabe put in this Ryu Ha of
this Tode and named it Daken Jutsu. The 37th generation Ishitani Matsutaro
Takakage did teach and give to Takamatsu Toshitsugu Yokuou as next
generation. The 38th generation Takamatsu did transmit to Ueno Takashi
on a good day in December of 1954. Kobayashi Housho was inducted
through Ueno Takashi’s younger brother Ueno Yoshiaki on the date of 17th
May 1964. Kobayashi Housho Chosui did induct to Tanemura Tsunehisa
Shoto as next generation on a good day of March 1990.
Kijin/Kishin has the meaning of 9 strong Gods like demons (without horns).
Each one an expert of martial arts of different kinds (Taijutsu, Kenjutsu,
Bojutsu etc.).
These 9 are the highest martial arts therefore a practitioner becomes the
highest level martial artist. — VEEY:
