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SHINDEN FUDO RYU JU-TAIJUTSU HISTORY

Shigemura Masahide was the Head Priest of the Shinto shrine Nawa
Jinja. He lived in Houki Province (currently Tottori Prefecture), Mt.
Ohyama, and was famous for being excellent in both literary and martial
arts.

Masahide was the 12th generation descendant of Shigemura
Gorouhyoue  Masatane. Masatane’s elder brother Shigemura
Kamon-no-suke Gorouhyoue was a very famous person who fought with
Ashikaga Takauji (First Ashikaga shogun, 14th C.) and died in 1338.
Masahide was given special secret heirloom scroll of the Amatsu Tatara
Hyoutei-no-maki (Shinpi Hyohen-no-maki).

Masahide travelled throughout Japan for his Musyashugyou (actual
experience training journey). At one time he arrived at Utsunomiya in
Shimotsuke Province (currently Tochigi Prefecture) and stayed at a
farmer’s house. At the house leaved the farmer’s son who was 18 years old.
His name was Zenbei, and he had piercing eyes and a strong demeanor so
Masahide wanted to teach him martial arts. Zenbei was very clever and
had a special talent for the martial arts.

Masahide then resumed his Musyashugyou, but this time with Zenbei.
They arrived at Nezumidani of Asahigadake in Dewa Province (currently
Toyama and Yamagata prefectures). There, Masahide came across a boy
named Kichibei who was skilled at striking down birds with small stones.
Masahide took the young boy Kichibei as his disciple as well, and taught
him martial arts.

Masahide went back to Houki Province and taught martial arts to the
two boys. Three years later, the two boys, Zenbei and Kichibei, were given
Gokui (Mastership class) license.

Later, Zenbei lived in Utsunomiya (in current day Tochigi Prefecture),
and changed his name to Fukui Heiemon. He became the founder of his
own school called Shinto Munen Ryu Taijutsu/Kenjutsu/Sojutsu.

Similarly, Kichibei changed his name to Asahina Goro
Minamoto-no-Kichihei, and became the founder as his school Shinden
Fudo Ryu Taijutsu/Bojutsu/Kenjutsu/Sojutsu.

Shinden Fudo Ryu Taijutsu is also called Shinden Fudo Ryu Ju-Taijutsu.
This school’s system includes, Kamaekata 5 patterns, Shoden-gata 27
patterns (Ura-gata 54 patterns), Chuden-gata 11 patterns (Hidari-Waza 11
patterns), Okuden-gata 9 patterns (Henka-Waza 36 patterns), and several
patterns of Gokui Kuden. There is also Betsuden (separate secret
transmission), which includes Shoden-gata 13 patterns, Chuden-gata 15
patterns, and Okuden-gata 12 patterns.

At nine years of age, Takamatsu Toshitsugu begun lea¥hing Shinden
Fudo Ryu Ju-taijutsu from his direct relative Toda Shinryuken Masamitsu.
He trained rigorously every day, shedding sweat and.blood. At the age of
twelve he had become skillful at the Menkyo (Mastership License) level,
and was told that there was nothing more to be learnt. Takamatsu was
then taught Koto Ryu Karate (Chinese Hand) Koppo-jutsu, and Togakure

Ryu Ninjutsu. :

HISTORIA DE SHINDEN FUDO RYU JU-TAIJUTSU

Shigemura Masahide era el sacerdote principal del santuario sintoista
Nawa Jinja. El vivio en la provincia de Houki (actualmente Prefectura de
Tottori). Ohyama, y fue famoso por ser excelente tanto en artes literarias
como en artes marciales.

Masahide fue la decimosegunda generacién descendiente de Shigemura
Gorouhyoue Masatane. El hermano mayor de Masatane, Shigemura
Kamon-no-suke Gorouhyoue, fue una persona muy famosa que lucho con
Ashikaga Takauji (Primer shogun Ashikaga del siglo XIV) y murié en 1338.
Masabhide recibié un pergamino especial de la herencia secreta de Amatsu
Tatara Hyoutei-no-maki (Shinpi Hyohen-no-maki).

Masahide viaj6 a través de Japon para su Musyashugyou (viaje de
entrenamiento de experiencia real). En un momento llegé a Utsunomiya en la
provincia de Shimotsuke (actualmente Prefectura de Tochigi) y se quedd en la
casa de un granjero. De la casa del granjero salia el hijo que tenia 18 afios.
Su nombre era Zenbei, y tenia 0jos penetrantes y una actitud fuerte por lo que
Masahide queria ensefiarle artes marciales. Zenbei era muy inteligente y
tenia un talento especial para las artes marciales.

Masahide luego reanudd su Musyashugyou, pero esta vez con Zenbei.
Llegaron a Nezumidani de Asahigadake en la provincia de Dewa (actualmente
las prefecturas de Toyama y Yamagata). Alli, Masahide se encontré con un
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nifio llamado Kichibei que era habil para derribar pajaros con piedras
pequefias. Masahide tomé al joven Kichibei como su discipulo y le ensefié
artes marciales.

Masahide regreso a la provincia de Houki y ensefi6 artes marciales a los
dos nifios. Tres afios mas tarde, los dos nifios, Zenbei y Kichibei, recibieron la
licencia Gokui (licencia de de maestro).

Mas tarde, Zenbei vivio en Utsunomiya (en la actual Prefectura de Tochigi),
y cambio su nombre a Fukui Heiemon. Se convirtié en el fundador de su
propia escuela llamada Shinto Munen Ryu Taijutsu / Kenjutsu / Sojutsu.

Del mismo modo, Kichibei cambi6é su nombre a Asahina Goro
Minamoto-no-Kichihei, y se convirti6é en el fundador de su escuela Shinden
Fudo Ryu Taijutsu / Bojutsu / Kenjutsu / Sojutsu.

Shinden Fudo Ryu Taijutsu también se llama Shinden Fudo Ryu
Ju-Taijutsu. El sistema de esta escuela incluye, Kamae kata 5 formas,
Shoden-gata 27 formas (Ura-gata 54 formas),Chuden-gata 11 formas
(Hidari-waza 11 formas), Okuden-gata 9 (Henka-waza 36 formas), y varias
formas de Gokui Kuden. También hay Betsuden (transmision secreta por
separado), que incluye Shoden-gata 13 formas, Chuden-gata 15 formas y
Okuden-gata 12 formas.

A los nueve afios de edad, Takamatsu Toshitsugu comenzo6 a aprender
Shinden Fudo Ryu Ju-taijutsu de su pariente directo Toda Shinryuken
Masamitsu. Entrend rigurosamente todos los dias, derramando sudor y
sangre. A la edad de doce afios se habia vuelto habil al nivel de Menkyo
(Licencia de Maestria), y le dijeron que no habia nada méas que aprender. A
Takamatsu se le ensefi6 Koto ryu Karate (Mano china) Koppo-jutsu y
Togakure ryu Ninjutsu.
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
